[image: October 12 | Blessed Carlo Acutis #SaintOfTheDay 🔸Patron Saint of the ...]Blessed Carlo Acutis will be canonised on 7th September 2025, making him the first millennial saint recognised by the Catholic Church.  Blessed Carlo was only 15 when he died from leukemia.  His short life shows us that we don’t need an extended life to become holy.  For Blessed Carlo the Eucharist was his ‘highway to heaven’.  He wrote: ‘Try to go every day to Mass and receive Holy Communion ... if you can, stay a few minutes every day in Eucharistic adoration in front of the Tabernacle where Jesus is really present’.  To mark the canonisation of Blessed Carlo with the whole Catholic community, we’re going to have a shared table celebration after Mass on Sunday, 7th September.  Please bring some food on that day and let’s celebrate the recognition of this young person as a saint in heaven.
