SJF news: The Finance committee are pleased to inform you that they have agreed to some external repair work at the Sanctuary end of the Church to remedy the critical damp problem. We are using the same roofer who did the work at OLPS so we know the quality of their work and they are considerably cheaper than rival companies. Scaffolding will be erected on 16th Sept and work will commence on the 23rd. The cost is circa £23K inc VAT and scaffolding. Previously we were unable to authorise any work but since we took over 2.5 years ago, we have managed to turn an £89K deficit into a £19k profit (as at 30/6) through a number of costs saving initiatives plus a generous legacy but more importantly your wonderful, continued support. We will have a shortfall of £4k which will need to be funded either by a bank loan or donations. If you would like to contribute, please mark any donation as "roof” We know there is a lot more work in the future as highlighted by the Diocese 5 yearly inspection report, but we decided this was the most urgent. The work is only external to make us watertight for the long term, but creative minds are already at work to address the internal appearance (watch this space) Please take care when navigating the scaffolding when accessing the Centre.
