At 2:30 pm  A monstrance, transported in a vehicle provided by Morton’s, will begin the vehicular procession from Our Lady of Perpetual Succour, Rednal to St. John Fisher, West Heath. From there the procession will continue to Our Lady & St. Brigid, Northfield, then to Our Lady & St. Rose of Lima before ending at St. Peter’s, Bartley Green. Platinum Jubilee at Our Lady’s Parish – Rednal: Dear Brothers and Sisters, With great joy and gratitude, we warmly invite all parishioners, along with the teachers, staff, children, and families—both past and present—of St James and St Columba school communities, to come together as one Church family to celebrate a truly special occasion.  His Grace the Archbishop has kindly confirmed that, despite his busy schedule, he will be available to join us and celebrate with us. He will preside at the Thanksgiving Mass at Our Lady of Perpetual Succour, Rednal, on Saturday 27 June at 4:00 pm, as we mark the Platinum Jubilee of our parish. This is a wonderful opportunity for us all to gather in faith and unity, giving thanks for 70 years of blessings, cherished memories, and the enduring legacy of faith within our community. We look forward to celebrating this joyful milestone together and warmly welcoming each and every one of you. Fr Srinu.

Parish Sacramental Registers: Sacramental registers are of significance both in the life of the parish but also a key record of data. Access to, and the housing of, these registers is governed by both canon and civil law.  The rights of access to the registers are controlled under both the General Data Protection Regulation, UK and the regulations set forth by the Bishops’ Conference of England and Wales.  Please be aware that because of GDPR regulations we can only issue certificates to the individual who received the sacrament; exceptions are: 
• Someone wanting the entries of their child aged under 12  
o They will need to provide proof of their identity as the parent/legal guardian of the child and a copy of the birth certificate of the child  
• Someone wanting the entries of their child aged over 12 
o We will need the child to ask for the information directly or write a note authorising the release of the information to the person who is asking. Both individuals (the child and adult) will need to supply proof of identity 
• Someone wanting another living adult’s entries for whom they have power of attorney. 
o They will need to provide or bring in the power of attorney and proof of identity for both people 
It should also be remembered that the Bishops’ Conference of England and Wales decreed that sacramental registers are closed to public enquiry for a period of 110 years from the date of entry, meaning anyone wishing to undertake family history research can only access entries up to and including the year 1915 at this time.  It is strongly recommended that parishes only retain registers from the last 30 years, unless the active register has entries older than this. The Archdiocesan Archives is the only designated repository for the registers (Canon 491 §2). It is recommended that all completed pre-1990 registers should be deposited on permanent loan, together with other archival material from the parishes.  Further clarity on this matter can be sought from the diocesan archivist, Ms Naomi Johnson, at archives@rcaob.org.uk
