Dear Parishioners of Our Lady’s and St John Fisher: You are warmly invited to take a few moments to remain after Mass for the presentation of the Financial Year Accounts at Our Lady’s, which will be delivered by Mr Adam Hardy (Chair).   For parishioners at St John Fisher "In line with Diocesan requirements, the income and expenditure statement for 2025 is on the noticeboard at the back of church.  As you are aware Fr Srinu inherited a debt of £89K when he became our Parish Priest.  His Finance committee have worked hard and in 2024 took us back into credit. This meant we could start to remedy the major problem of leaking flat roofs (13 in total). In 2025 we have spent almost £40k just repairing the roofs at the back. The income and expenditure statement for 2025 is now on display at the entrance and shows  our current debt is now £7K. Already this year we have had to commission work for the leaking confessional (£3.5K) and last Sunday there was a bad leak by the piety stall and we have asked for a quote. In addition, we have installed better external lighting for both the church and the centre to make it a safer environment. So, as you can see, we are desperately in need of all the financial help we can get.  If you are in a position to help, please speak to Fr. Srinu or Robin Caley (Chair of Finance Committee).    We sincerely thank you for your continued support, generosity, and dedication to our parish. Your commitment and faithfulness are deeply appreciated and make such a meaningful difference in the life of our community”.

What happens to our Palm Branches?  Each year we are asked to bring to Church the Palm branches from last year. This is because last year’s Palm Sunday branches are burned and turned into ashes for Ash Wednesday.  This is a powerful and spiritual symbol. It teaches us that human glory fades.  The same hands that once waved the palms in praise are later marked with ashes in repentance. The ashes remind us that we are dust, and to dust we shall return.  Burning the palms show that even sacred things are not meant to become idols.  They are signs, not destinations and spiritually, they teach a cycle of faith:  we receive Christ with joy; we walk with Him through suffering; we repent and return to God and we rise again in new life. So when we return our old palm branches, we are not just preparing for Ash Wednesday.  We are acting out the Gospel: from praise, to repentance, to redemption.
