Finance Team and Parishioners of Our Lady’s – Rednal  & Finance Team and Parishioners of St. John Fisher – West Heath
Introduction: I am Fr. K. Joseph and I was ordained to the priesthood in the year 2004.  Since then, I have been working in different missions in the diocese of Eluru.  Right now, I am working as the Parish Priest and Correspondent of the Sobhana English School, Razole. 
Project Name: Completion of Extension of School Building (first floor) Razole - Address: B. Savram, Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Konaseema District-533 242, India. 
About the School: Along with the pastoral ministry in the parish, we also have a missionary school, namely “Sobhana English Medium School”, which was constructed 37 years ago by the late Fr. Oliapuram Joseph.  This area is closer to the sea and is a Hindu dominated place. Most of the land is occupied by fish ponds.  Major crops are coconut and bananas with less paddy cultivation.   So, people go out to other states for work.  At that time thinking about the poor condition of these children and to give them a bright future, the then Father started a small school with a few children from 1st class and gradually the number of classes has been increased.  Today we have children from LKG to X.   Based on the ability of the family the school fee was collected.  It was very low but now, after 37 years, we have 800 very poor children, irrespective of religion and caste.
Requirement/Need of the School: The intention of the founder is to start a Junior College to provide better education and opportunities for the prospects of the poor children of this area.  Unfortunately, these days, education has become so expensive and as a result, the poor children have no place to acquire higher education in order to improve their future.  After completing the 10th grade, most of the students are not able to continue their studies because of the high tuition fee in the corporate colleges.   Pease keep in mind, Father started constructing this building to start an Intermediate College with minimum fee to.  Sadly, while the work was in progress, the founder Father died of a heart attack.  The construction work stopped for many years.  But this year we re-started the work with the little money we have.  However, because of the financial deficiency, we have not been able to complete.  Because of this, I have approached Rev. Fr. Jaya Prakash and explained to him the condition of the school building and the financial assistance needed to complete it.  Hence, I am placing this application to your kind selves to help our children.      
Specific objectives of this project: Our school is the only Christian Minority School among all other private and corporate schools.  In spite of taking less fees, we give better education and support students in many ways in the form of GIVING FREE PLACES, irrespective of caste, creed and religion.  Also, as a further concession, BOOKS ARE GIVEN FREELY to deserving students.    
Catholic Formation: 45% of the children studying in our school belong to our own mission stations, to whom we give 50% concession.  Out of it 30 children are given free places, including books.  In that way many of our Catholic and Christian children are benefitting from us, particularly in terms of the catholic formation the students receive regularly on Sundays and other holidays.  As you know our educational institutions are charitable.  That is why it is always difficult for us to do any extraordinary work connected with finance in the campus.  Hence we depend upon your generosity.  Because of our charity in providing education, the faith of the people has increased in this area.  
Requested Financial Assistance: The existing building is 140 feet in length and 35 feet in width.  It provides accommodation for at least 350 children.  The whole of the outward  structure of the building has been completed as well as outside plastering.   We have contacted the Engineer and he has given his estimation for the following needs to be met.
