We come to worship and adore a divine King; we sit at the same table with Him.  At Communion, we receive His real Body and Blood.  So, when we leave Mass before the final blessing we stand up from the Lord’s table before the meal of grace is complete.  The final blessing of the Mass is powerful; it seals everything we have received.  It’s a divine ‘Amen’. If we leave the Lord’s table before the meal of grace is complete, we are offending Christ our King.  Celebration of Mass only concludes when the Priest says, ‘Go in peace; the Mass is ended’.  So, let’s not leave before Christ the King has dismissed us.
